15% off Spay and Neuter: Spaying reduces the risk of mammary, uterine cancer/infections, cervical cancer, and ovarian cancer. Neutering reduces the risk of both prostatic hyperplasia and testicular cancer.  Spays and neuters reduce aggression in most animals.

20% off  Pre-anesthetic Blood Panel: This panel is run to ensure that your animal is in best possible condition for any surgical procedures with sedation as well determining the current condition of the vital organs.

Vaccinations (Mandatory):

Canine Distemper- Canine distemper is a contagious, incurable, often fatal, multisystemic viral disease that affects the respiratory, gastrointestinal, and central nervous systems.

Canine Parvo- A viral infection that targets quickly growing cells most often the intestinal lining.

Canine Adenovirus Type 2: This virus causes a form of kennel cough and also protects against hepatitis in dogs. 

Canine Parainfluenza: The virus works to “paralyze” the mechanism that helps to clear mucous from the respiratory tract and allows bacteria to descend.

Feline Leukemia- It is the most common cause of cancer in cats, it may cause various blood disorders, and it may lead to a state of immune deficiency that hinders the cat's ability to protect itself against other infections.

Chlamydia Psittaci: Is a relatively mild, chronic upper respiratory disease.

Feline Rhinotracheitis/Feline Herpes Virus I: Causes acute respiratory illness.

Feline/Canine Bordetella- is the most common bacteria isolated in kennel cough a respiratory infection found in cats and dogs.

Feline/Canine Rabies-Once infection occurs, the virus spreads to the central nervous system and causes inflammation in the brain (acute encephalitis). Rabies is almost always fatal.

Nail Trim: It is important to control the length of your pets nails to prevent ingrown toenails and to keep them comfortable. 

Revolution: A flea and heartworm medication that also prevents ticks, round worm, and mites.  This is the safest and newest prescribed flea medication available.

Fecal Exam:Adult internal gastrointestinal parasites like roundworms, hookworms, and whipworms are usually not shed in stools, making identification of a worm problem difficult. The eggs, however, are present, but are too small to be detected with the naked eye.Fecal flotations' are laboratory tests in which the feces is mixed with a special solution in a cylinder. The solution causes the eggs to float upward and collect on a microscope slide placed on top of the cylinder. This test will not only find eggs of the parasites listed above, it will also indicate the presence of other parasites, including giardia and coccidia, so that proper treatment can be given.

Deworming: Strategic deworming is a practice recommended by the American Association of Veterinary Parasitologists (AAVP) and the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC).

Microchip: Millions of pets go missing every year and only 22% ever come home.  This unique device will be is implanted into your animal under the skin between the shoulder blades. This small device can help identify your animal if found by any shelter and most veterinarians.
